Write a 1-1Y2 page letter (typed, double-spaced, 12-point TNR font) to incoming
freshmen offering advice about how to be more successful at Walton. Base your advice off key
arguments presented in your book of choice. Using proper MLA citations, embed at least three
relevant quotes and two personal anecdotes related to the author’s arguments into your letter.

Summer reading assignments must be completed individually and without the use of Al,
online sources, or other study aides. Students who commit an infraction of the Honor Code
will receive a grade of zero on the assignment, an N in conduct for this semester in 112
American Literature, and an administrative referral.
